Although the beverage is inspired by wine, Murray
didn’t want to create a drink that was merely imitating something else and so Muri is meant to be “wine-adjacent.” Muri is
exclusively made with natural ingredients of verified provenance and utilizes ancient techniques to craft their natural, non-
alcoholic drinks. Each batch is hand-made in their Copenhagen workshop in limited runs; however, their experience over the
years in producing each cuvée means there is also consistency in flavor and quality from one bottling to the next. In the same
manner that a Champagne house has a style with its non-vintage bottling, Muri crafts distinct styles with quality and flavor
consistency.
